We extend our warmest greetings to members
of the Hindu community observing Dussehra.
This festival marks the victory of good over evil
and is often celebrated with prayer, cultural
events, and family gatherings. May this day bring
joy, prosperity, and light.

Translation note: Dussehra (also known as
Vijayadashami) celebrates Lord Rama’s victory
over Ravana. 

Pronounced: Duh-SHEH-rah or Doo-SHEH-rah,
depending on region.
